SUBJECT: Marktplatz Turf Improvement Contract Award 

Summary: 

Receive construction bids for the Marktplatz Turf Improvement Project. 

Recommendation: 

City staff recommends award of the construct ion contract including alternate Al (10% contingency) in 

the total amount of $107,871.61 to TNT Farms and Landscaping, Inc. 

Background I Analysis: 

The Marktplatz Turf Improvement Project is part of the City of Fredericksburg's commitment to make 

improvements to Marktplatz in preparation for the City's 175th anniversary. These improvements are 

being funded using hotel tax revenue and generous donations from local organizations including 

Oktoberfest, Food and Wine Fest, and the Marktplatz Redevelopment Commission. The overall budget 

for the project is $300,000. In preparation for the turf improvement project, improvements have been 

made to the on-site drainage and electrical systems by City crews and private contractors. Prior to 

preparation of the project specifications, the City contracted ISTRC Systems to test the existing soils and 

provide recommendations on amendments to ensure the soil is improved before installation of the new 
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sod. The testing found that the major issue with the soil was the amount of organic matter in the material 

and the soil is compacted which means it cannot accept water and roots are confined to the surface. 

To address these issues, the Marktplatz Turf Improvement Project scope of work includes regrading of the 

turf areas to ensure stormwater runoff is conveyed to the new drainage system, removal of the top 3" of 

soil, placement of 3" of soil amendment, tilling to a depth of 6" to incorporate the soil amendment, and 

then installation of 419 Hybrid Bermuda which holds up well to traffic and is easy to maintain. 

Replacement/repair/improvements to the existing irrigation system and appropriate traffic and 

pedestrian controls, safety and security of the construction areas, and erosion and sedimentation control 

are also included. 

To ensure the sod has adequate time to become established, the contract documents state that the sod 

should be installed by April 1, 2017 (substantial completion) and final completion and readiness for final 

payment shall be completed by May 19, 2017, prior to the Jaycee's Crawfish Festival. 

After public advertisement, two (2) secure bids were received at the bid opening on February 8, 2017. 

TNT Farms and Landscaping, Inc. submitted the low bid, including alternates. The bid has been reviewed 

by City staff and has been found to be complete and competitive.
