ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 29-3 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES (SIGN ORDINANCE) TO AMEND DEFINITIONS (Z-1309) – It was moved by Council Member Sanford, seconded by Council Member Dooley, to adopt an ordinance amending Section 29-3 of the Code of Ordinances (Sign Ordinance) to amend definitions.  All voted in favor and the motion carried.



ORDINANCE NO. 23-008



AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 29-3 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF FREDERICKSBURG TO AMEND DEFINITIONS, TO PROVIDE FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE, AND TO REPEAL INCONSISTENT PROVISIONS OF THE SIGH ORDINANCE. (Recorded in Ordinance Book)



CREATE ALTERNATE TRUCK ROUTE TASK FORCE – It was moved by Council Member Pearson, seconded by Council Member Dooley, to approve an Alternate Truck Task Force to help in coordinating the future planning, design, funding and construction. This committee would consist of nine (9) members: two City Council members, two County Commissioners, one citizen appointed by the Council, one appointed by the Commissioners, one Chamber representative, one EDC representative, and one TxDOT representative.  All voted in favor and the motion carried.



RESOLUTION OF SUPPORT FOR THE ALTERNATE TRUCK ROUTE – It was moved by Council Member Pearson, seconded by Council Member Dooley, to adopt a Resolution of Support for the Alternate Truck Route. The vote was as follows:  AYE:  Hoover, Pearson, Neffendorf, Sanford, and Dooley.  NAY: None.  Motion carried. 



RESOLUTION OF SUPPORT



WHEREAS, the City of Fredericksburg and Gillespie County populations have increased by 51 and 42 percent, respectively, since 1990; and



WHEREAS, in addition to the growth in the population the City and County have experienced a growth in agriculture, the number of wineries, restaurants, festivals and other destinations and activities, and the number of persons visiting the area has significantly increased, and


WHEREAS, population growth and growth in the number of visitors is expected to continue locally, for the Hill Country Region and the entire State of Texas; and



WHEREAS, the City of Fredericksburg is situated at the confluence of two U.S. Highways and one State Highway which not only converge in its downtown area, but which serve as the main streets in the historic downtown of the City and as the main arteries for accessing the secondary streets of the County; and



WHEREAS, shopping and lodging in the historic downtown area are primary reasons approximately one and a half million visitors come to Fredericksburg annually; and



WHEREAS, truck and vehicular traffic on US Highway 290 which is Main Street appears to have reached capacity for this roadway creating congestion in the heart of the City; and



WHEREAS, large trucks traveling on Main Street create the potential for increased crash rates for vehicles and pedestrians, large truck traffic poses a direct safety hazard to pedestrians crossing Main Street and its intersecting side streets, traffic congestion caused by large trucks on Main Street increases emergency response times thus potentially decreasing the health, safety and welfare of the public and that congestion in the downtown area has caused motorists to seek alternative routes through the City jeopardizing residential neighborhoods; and



WHEREAS, the idea of an alternate thoroughfare bypassing downtown has been on every City and County Comprehensive and Transportation plan for at least 45 years; and



WHEREAS, the City of Fredericksburg’s Master Thoroughfare Plan currently shows the general location and alignment of a truck route around Main Street from US Highway 290 East to US Highway 87 North; and



WHEREAS, in the future construction of an alternate thoroughfare will only continue to become more urgent for traffic safety and will be more challenging and expensive as development occurs and costs increase; and



WHEREAS, the City and County will both benefit economically from removing the through truck traffic from Main Street; and



WHEREAS, property values and future economic development potential adjacent to the truck route around Main Street will be enhanced due to access to the route; and



WHEREAS, as a result of the above considerations, an Alternate Truck Route Task Force which consists of representatives from the City of Fredericksburg, Gillespie County, TXDOT, the Chamber of Commerce and other local community members has been created to facilitate the coordination, future planning, design, funding, acquisition of right of way and construction of the proposed alternate truck route, and 



NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF FREDERICKSBURG, TEXAS that the City supports the goals of the Alternate Truck Route Task Force and urges the task force to aggressively pursue the construction of the Alternate Truck Route, and seeks the support of Gillespie County and the Texas Department of Transportation in such project.

REQUEST FROM 4TH OF JULY PARADE COMMITTEE FOR CITY SPONSORSHIP It was moved by Council member Sanford, seconded by Council Member Pearson, to approve a request from the 4th of July Parade Committee for City sponsorship of this year’s event for the parade to be covered for liability insurance. POWER PURCHASES – The City, along with the cities of Brady, Cuero, and Lockert, is a member of the Power Supply Aggregation Group. A member of Schneider Engineering made a presentation evaluating the anticipated pricing of power from LCRA compared to the pricing of power purchased on the open market.   The consensus was not to change the level of power purchases on the open market at this time; no action was taken.



STREET PAVING PRESENTATION – D.P.W.U. Clinton Bailey presented information regarding the City’s overall street maintenance needs, standard practices and budget.  



CHARTER AMENDMENT PETITION BY CITY SECRETARY WITH RESULTS OF VERICATION – City Secretary Shelley Britton presented information to Council on the Charter Amendment Petition received April 12, 2013. The petition read:  



“The City of Fredericksburg shall not use proceeds or reserves from an Enterprise Fund (including by not limited to the Electric, Water and Sewer, Solid Waste, and Drainage funds) except for expenditures within the purpose of the fund unless approved by the voters in elections that specify the amount and the fund from which the money will be withdrawn.”


The 440 signatures were submitted, 22 were discarded as not registered voters of the city, and 109 signatures were called into question due to various irregularities.  Due to the unknown affect of the irregularities, the petition could not be certified as a valid petition.  



ACCEPT CITY SECRETARY’S REPORT ON CHARTER AMENDMENT PETITION  It was moved by Council Member Pearson, seconded by Council Member Sanford, to accept the City Secretary’s report as presented.  All voted in favor and the motion carried.



CITY MANAGER’S REPORT – City Manager Kent Myers reported on (1) Rainfall totals and the status of city water wells, (2) June 7 City Council Retreat, (3) Utility Rates, (4) Town Pool Project, and (5) Meeting with Representative Doug Miller.  Mr. Myers also recognized John David Stauffer for his recent Eagle Scout award and noted that his Eagle Scout project was to have the playground at Oakcrest Park built in honor of fallen soldier Chris Staats.

PUBLIC COMMENTS – Isabel Werts commented on the Charter Amendment Petition, stating that it was valid in her opinion.

PUBLIC HEARING Z-1303 INITIATED BY THE CITY OF FREDERICKSBURG TO  (A) CONSIDER A CHANGE IN THE LAND USE PLAN FROM MEDIUM DENSITY RESIDENTIAL TO LOW DENSITY RESIDENTIAL ON PROPERTIES BORDERED BY EAST CREEK STREET ON THE NORTH AND BARON’S CREEK ON THE WEST, SOUTH AND EAST, AND (B) CONSIDER A CHANGE IN ZONING FROM R-2 MIXED RESIDENTIAL TO R-1 SINGLE FAMILY RESIDENTIAL ON SAID PROPERTIES – It was moved by Council Member Dooley, seconded by Council Member Sanford, to open the public hearing on Request Z-1303, initiated by the City of Fredericksburg to (A) consider a change in the Land Use Plan from Medium Density Residential to Low Density Residential on properties bordered by East Creek Street on the North and Baron’s Creek on the West, South and East and (B) consider a change in zoning from R-2 Mixed Residential to R-1 Single Family Residential on said properties. Council heard from various property owners in favor of the request, including Russell Reese, Bill Vernon, and Mark Langerhans.  They also heard from one property owner against the change, Matthew Mabery.

a RESOLUTION BY the city of Fredericksburg, texas (“city”), approving and adopting RATE SCHEDULE “RRM – rATE REVIEW MECHANISM” for atmos energy corporation, mid-tex division to be in force in the city for a period of time as specified in the rate schedule; ADOPTING A SAVINGS CLAUSE; determining that this RESOLUTION was passed in accordance with the REQUIREMENTS of the texas open meetings act; declaring an effective date; MAKING OTHER FINDINGS AND PROVISIONS RELATED TO THE SUBJECT; AND REQUIRING DELIVERY OF THIS RESOLUTION TO THE COMPANY.  



WHEREAS, the City of Fredericksburg, Texas (“City”) is a gas utility customer of Atmos Energy Corp., Mid-Tex Division (“Atmos Mid-Tex” or “the Company”), and a regulatory authority with an interest in the rates and charges of Atmos Mid-Tex; and



WHEREAS, the City is a regulatory authority under the Gas Utility Regulatory Act (“GURA”) and under § 103.001 of GURA has exclusive original jurisdiction over the rates, operations and services of Atmos Mid-Tex within the municipality; and



WHEREAS, the City as a member of the coalition of cities served by Atmos Mid-Tex known as the Atmos Texas Municipalities (“ATM”); and 



WHEREAS, the City previously approved a Rate Review Mechanism (“RRM”) Tariff that allows for an alternative, negotiated rate review process to facilitate annual changes in gas utility rates reflective of Atmos Mid-Tex’s annual system-wide cost of providing service in lieu of an interim rate adjustment through a legislatively-constructed Gas Reliability Infrastructure Program (“GRIP”); and



WHEREAS, the RRM process permits City review of requested rate changes and provides for a review of Atmos Mid-Tex’s total cost of service on an annual basis; and



WHEREAS, the initial RRM tariff expired in 2011; and




WHEREAS, ATM, through its Special Counsel in conjunction with experts retained on behalf of ATM, negotiated with Atmos Mid-Tex to develop a new RRM process that would annually adjust rates in lieu of rate adjustments through annual GRIP filings or full rate cases at the Railroad Commission; and



WHEREAS, the renewal of the RRM process may avoid costly rate case litigation; and



WHEREAS, ATM’s legal counsel recommend ATM member cities approve the negotiated RRM; and  



WHEREAS, the attached Rate Schedule “RRM – Rate Review Mechanism” (“RRM Tariff”) provides for a reasonable rate review process that is to be utilized in lieu of GRIP filings; and



WHEREAS, the attached RRM Tariff as a whole is in the public interest;  



NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF FREDERICKSBURG, TEXAS THAT:



Section 1.  That the findings set forth in this Resolution are hereby in all things approved.



Section 2.  That the City Council finds that the RRM Tariff, which is attached hereto and incorporated herein as “Attachment A,” is reasonable and in the public interest, and from the effective date of this Resolution is in force and effect in the City.



Section 3.  That to the extent any resolution or Resolution previously adopted by the City Council is inconsistent with this Resolution, it is hereby repealed.



Section 4.  That the meeting at which this Resolution was approved was in all things conducted in strict compliance with the Texas Open Meetings Act, Texas Government Code, Chapter 551.



Section 5.  That if any one or more sections or clauses of this Resolution is judged to be unconstitutional or invalid, such judgment shall not affect, impair or invalidate the remaining provisions of this Resolution and the remaining provisions of the Resolution shall be interpreted as if the offending section or clause never existed.



Section 6.  That this Resolution shall become effective from and after its passage.



Section 7. ORDINANCE NO. 23-009


AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF FREDERICKSBURG, SPECIFICALLY ARTICLE IX MISCELLANEOUS TECHNICAL CODES, REGARDING THE INTERNATIONAL PROPERTY MAINTENANCE CODE TO PROVIDE THAT THE CITY OF FREDERICKSBURG BOARD OF ADJUSTMENT SHALL SERVE AS THE BOARD OF APPEAL UNDER SECTION 111, MEANS OF APPEAL AND ADDING SECTION 113, ENFORCEMENT UNDER TEXAS LOCAL GOVERNMENT CODE CHAPTER 54 PROVIDING AN ALTERNATIVE ENFORCEMENT METHOD, SETTING AN EFFECTIVE DATE AND REPEALING ALL INCONSISTENT PROVISIONS.


WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Fredericksburg has determined that in order to effectively enforce the provisions of the International Property Maintenance Code, which it has previously adopted, that it should appoint an appeal board to act under Section 111 of said code, and



WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Fredericksburg has also determined that in cases where it would be more effective to enforce the provisions of the International Property Maintenance Code by proceeding directly to court, the City should have that option; and



WHEREAS, in order to appoint an appeal board and to set forth the option of proceeding directly to court, the following sections of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Fredericksburg are hereby added;



NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF FREDERICKSBURG, TEXAS, THAT THE FOLLOWING SECTIONS OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES BE AND ARE HEREBY AMENDED AND THE FOLLOWING ORDINANCE PROVISIONS ADOPTED: ARTICLE IX. MISCELLANEOUS TECHNICAL CODES


Sec. 5.250 Board of Appeals. The board of appeals as described in Section 111, Means of Appeal, of the International Property Maintenance Code shall be the Board of Adjustment of the City of Fredericksburg. Such Board shall follow any special notices as set forth in the said International Property Maintenance Code; however its membership, meeting procedures shall be as currently composed.


Sec. 5.251 Alternate Enforcement under Texas Local Government Code. As an additional or alternate remedy, the exercise of one of which shall not preclude the other, the City, in its discretion, may enforce this International Property Maintenance Code using the judicial abatement authority as set forth in Chapter 54 of the Texas Local Government Code to bring an action in a County Court at Law with jurisdiction if applicable or in a District Court.

This ordinance shall become effective upon its passage and publication in accordance with law. All ordinances or provisions of ordinances in conflict with the provisions hereof are hereby repealed.
