
PROJECT 3: FREDERICK EXTENSION
PROJECT OVERVIEW 
The Frederick extension project 
would extend first from RR 1631 
to US 290 East, then from SH 16 
(Llano) to RR 1631. The alignment 
follows the 2017 TMP.
PROJECT BENEFITS
It is assumed that this extension 
would relieve 25% of traffic 
turning between Llano and 
Main; 15% of traffic turning left 
along Llano between Austin and 
Mulberry; and 15% of traffic 
turning right along Main between 
Lincoln and Goehmann. The 
benefits of the Frederick extension 
are similar to the Mulberry 
extension, but slightly less traffic 
is anticipated to shift to this route 
due to its longer path and being 
further outside the City center. The 
return on investment is also lower 
due to the higher cost of this 
project.
