PROJECT OVERVIEW

The Inner Loop project (a.k.a. Interim
Relief Route or Friendship Extension )
would extend from SH 16 to US 87
North. The alignment follows a study
from 2015 and differs slightly from the
TXDOT technically preferred route. This
route requires signi cantly less Right-of-
Way (140 compared to 250 to 400
from TXDOT) and attempts to minimize
disruption to properties.

PROJECT BENEFITS

It Is assumed that this extension would
reroute 20% of traf c traveling to
downtown at Friendship and US 290;
20% of traf ¢ heading west at the
Intersection of Washington and Main;
and a portion of traf ¢ turning at Adams
and Main. The bene ts of the Inner
Loop project are similar to the Post Oak
Extension, but the bene tis likely to be
for more regional traf ¢ than local traf ¢
from this project. The return on investment Future Lane Additior Future Lane Additior
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It IS anticipated that the
benefit of this project
would be to shift
regional traffic off of
Main St. onto Friendship
Ln. and Inner Loop.
