These charts represent tonnage and revenue from FY 2022 when the City collected 591 tons of recyclables with revenues just over $73k.

Chart on the left is the tonnage report which shows that cardboard is over half of the material brought in at the recycling center.

Similarly, cardboard brings in the most revenue at around 63% with aluminum and other metals bringing in about 36% of the revenue.

This chart shows the tonnage and recycling revenues back to 2008.
Since that time, there has been a consistent downward trend in total tonnage and revenues with a big drop off during the pandemic.  
However, there does appear to be an uptick in both tonnage and revenues due to more stability in the recycling industry.

Average Unit Price $/Ton in 12 Months

Commodity prices for recyclables have been very volatile over the past few years but as I mentioned, there seems to be some stability returning back to pre-COVID levels.  This chart represents the average prices per ton over the last 12 months.  Unfortunately, plastics are not currently generating any revenue but the hope would be for them to return to their pre-COVID levels of around $10/ton.

And lastly, I just wanted to show you this chart which we will discuss more tomorrow but it represents the total tonnage processed by the City.  Landfilled solid waste is the top line, the middle line is brush, yard waste, and pallets that are processed into mulch and compost, and the bottom line is recyclables.

The key takeaway from this chart is that the City’s recycling program helps keep around 10% of waste out of the landfill with 1-2% in the form of recyclables and 8-9% from brush and yard waste reuse.
